EPA Community Grant - PF Adjustment

e Also know as “Congressionally
directed spending,” or “Earmarked
awards”

e CWFP PF will be reduced by an
amount equal to the amount of the
EPA Community Grant award.

e |If the EPA Community Grant allocation
for the project is greater than the
CWEFP PF that would have been
allocated, no additional CWFP PF will
be allocated.
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Federal Equivalency Requirements

Applies to the following project types:

= All projects from municipalities

with a population of 20,000 or
over

* Emerging contaminants/PFAS
projects

= AE procurement requirements
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Build America, Buy America (BABA)

* Applies to all federal equivalency projects
 Went into effect May 14, 2022

e Expansion of existing American lron & Steel
(AlS) requirements.

e Covers all construction materials and

* Adjustment period waiver ended by SFY25

e Recommendation

* Make sure to apply by the September 30" application deadline to compete for funding.
* Do not rely on submitting a supplemental application
e Reserving $12.3M in loan funding for pilot projects that apply by the deadline.

e Understand that funding may be insufficient /floan demand is high
* Putting projects in a queue
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Principal Forgiveness (PF)

General PF cap and affordability criteria remain
the same.
e $2,100,000 annual cap per municipality

Priority PF (regionalization & phosphorus removal)
caps and criteria remain the same.

Energy Efficiency PF

* In addition to providing a match for energy efficiency incentives, we can now
provide a one-to-one match of Focus on Energy incentives for renewable energy
such as solar.

* One-to-one match of a solar photovoltaic (PV) incentive up to a $25,000 cap.

e Other renewables (biogas, wind, solar thermal, etc.) can go up to the $50,000
cap.
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Important Deadlines

*September 30th, 2024

- Deadline to submit applications for CWFP SFY2025 funding.

Must have an eligible project on the SFY25 Project Priority List
Application must include a facility plan approval letter and approvable plans and specs

e October 31st, 2024
- Deadline to submit an Intent to Apply (ITA) for SFY2026
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Application Best Practices & Reminders

e Facility plan approval letter required for all projects — no exceptions.

* The Design Life Calculation Worksheet is now required for all
projects (even 20-year loan terms) unless the project consists solely
of installation or replacement of pipeline.

o If requesting funding for Planning & Design costs, be certain to
Include the associated contract or contracts for all requested costs.

e Account for other funding sources in the application budget that are
covering CWFP eligible costs: RD funding, CDBG, etc.

* Multiple projects can be submitted under one application.

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Project Eligibilities cont’'d - Emerging Contaminants

e Groundwater remediation projects on publicly owned sites where a
privately owned responsible party does not exist or has not been
identified

Ineligible Projects:

Sampling and analysis of effluent that is required by a WPDES
permit
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Split Projects - Emerging Contaminants

e For projects that address other contaminants, only the PFAS-specific
portion of the project will be eligible for BIL EC Principal Forgiveness

e Portions of a project whose primary purpose is something other than treating
for PFAS will not be PF eligible.

EC PF Allocation: Two-pass process in priority score order

Pass 1 Pass 2
70% of total project costs as EC PF, up to EC PF allocated for the remainder of the 70% of the
$350,000 total eligible project costs (70% of project costs

minus Pass 1 PF), up to total EC PF cap of $2M

Emerging Contaminant Projects Loan Funding
* Loan funding for 30% of EC project costs, up to $857,142, is guaranteed

* Project would need to reach the EC PF cap to reach that amount of
guaranteed loan funding
