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In May 2021, the Department of Natural Resources conducted a fyke netting survey on Dam Lake to assess
the Black Crappie population. Four nets were placed and checked daily over the course of three days. Dam
Lake is a drainage lake with 744 surface acres, 6.8 miles of shoreline, and a maximum depth of 32 feet.
