 My husband and I strongly object to water from the Great Lakes being diverted to the Racine Water Utility to provide public water to Mount Pleasant which will discharge water into the Mississippi River Basin.  This violates an important provision of the Great Lakes Compact, namely that all water removed from Lake Michigan or any other Great Lake, be returned, filtered and clean, to the Great Lakes.  The Great Lakes Compact also states, “all the water so transferred shall be used solely for Public Works Supply purposes within a straddling community”.  This means largely residential use, not use by Foxconn, a private, foreign owned industry.  If any water is returned to Lake Michigan from Racine and Mount Pleasant, the contaminants expected from Foxconn should be clearly known.





 Foxconn is already heavily subsidized by the state of Wisconsin and there is doubt that Foxconn will provide more benefits, in the form of Wisconsin jobs, than it receives.  Our Wisconsin government, under the DNR, has waived important wetland protections for Foxconn and now Racine asks the DNR if they can divert 7 million gallons per day from Lake Michigan.





 Wisconsin residents use 20% of Great Lakes water and are therefore dependent on their government to guard the purity and volume of water available now and far into the future.  Foxconn offers no credible long term guarantees to Wisconsin economy, yet they are being showered with special privileges.  We believe it is too early to judge this venture as successful. Jodi Habush Sinykin, an attorney for Midwest Environmental Advocates, said the Great Lakes
Compact bans diversions outside the Great Lakes basin unless they meet narrowly defined exceptions.
She cited section 4.9.1 of the compact that states “all the water so transferred shall be used solely for
public water supply purposes within the straddling community.”

The compact further defines “public water supply” as serving “largely residential customers that may
also serve industrial, commercial and other institutional operators,” Sinykin said.

“Rather, the complete opposite is true,” she said. “Racine will use the majority, if not the entirety, of
the diverted Great Lakes water to serve the industrial needs of a single, private, foreign industrial entity
— Foxconn.”

The DNR should also be reviewing the company’s industrial-scale addition of chemicals to its
manufacturing and wastewater treatment processes and the potential impact on the environment.

You are not doing your oversight duty under law if you approve this illegal diversion.

Protecting the Lake, the public and even Foxconn from the DNR

This is in reply to the DNR email of 1/31/2018 soliciting comments regarding the city of Racine's
Lake Michigan water diversion application.

The following represent my opinions and beliefs:

| believe the application should be denied, | feel this way because I've seen the DNR refuse to
protect Lake Michigan fisheries from nets resulting in their destruction and so | fear not only for
Lake Michigan, our water and the people of SE Wisconsin but also for Foxconn. I've provided some
examples from history to support my contentions. Documentation is available on request.

First, any deal made with the DNR isn’t worth the paper it’s written on. For example,
https://docs.legis.wisconsin.gov/code/misc/chr/Irb_scanned/cr 96 098 final rule filed with Irb
promised that in exchange for $1.4 million of public dollars the Lake Superior commercial lake trout
harvest would be reduced by over 50%. What happened was the trout limit was raised instead.

| believe that history shows that the past and current DNR culture is one of, whatever it takes to
forward special interests or their own interests, no matter law, ethics, cost and or science. The DNR
has shown they are willing to obfuscate, lie, violate law, refuse to answer questions and ignore
science, economics and public demands. Public records contain plenty of examples.

Wisconsin law makers also play their role. With most netted fisheries down ~90%, in 2011, AB176
repealed the commercial fishing minimum harvest requirement, which was instituted to protect full
time fishers and fisheries. After any water diversion, what other law(s) might be repealed possibly
harming not only Foxconn but Wisconsin citizens? 25 years ago, commercial fishing was no longer
able to comply with the law demanding it be ‘economically viable and stable’. The latest numbers,
the DNR took ~$700,000/year of sport license money to pay for services to an industry paying less
than ~$70,000/year in licenses and fees while receiving ~$5 million/year on average (for a total of
over $100 million in today’s dollars) in free public fish, to mostly benefit ~6 fishers, while harming
competing businesses, a violation of economic common sense. The Legislation has known of this
problem for years yet refuse to act, refuse to change the law and refuse to make the DNR obey the
law of not taking someone else’s money to subsidize, for profit private businesses. In effect the
Legislature is allowing the DNR to tax sportsmen to subsidize netters while denying the
sportsmen/public a detailed accounting of all commercial costs. Hence | fear the same will happen
tomorrow, with nonusers being forced to foot part or the entire bill for water diversion and or clean
up, while denying the public an accounting of all the costs, all with the blessing of lawmakers, to
become another DNR tax.

| believe the DNR culture that I've dealt with has organized to lie, misinform, misinterpret,
misreport, and withhold information, to hide the laws broken, the harm done and being done to
fisheries. It appears to be a culture of where if one DNR official lies, another will swear to it. | fear
it’s not much of a leap to go from lowering numbers in fish data, to lowering the amount of water
removed data, or heavy metals or other pollutants introduced, or being denied data for years with
the excuse of ‘lack of time’.

| fear the legal ramifications and possible public liability of a situation where Foxconn unknowingly
harms the environment/water/Lake but doesn’t stop or make corrections because the DNR chose to
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hide the problem from Foxconn until being caught doing so sometime in the future. Fish have
taught us the best way to protect our water, is don’t let it be exploited for business in the first place
and to prevent DNR involvement.

The democratic process is also one of laws, so that everyone, including business, knows exactly
where they stand now and in the future. | believe the DNR’s culture of doing as they please,
replaces the democratic process and laws with chaos. The DNR have proven with fish that they
chose when and which laws to obey, leaving the public, business and future generations to suffer
the consequences and cost. Since that DNR culture is still in place, | believe the DNR will not act in
the best interest of the public, that they will not obey laws to protect our water, those animals and
plants dependent on the Lake, that they will not protect it from increased pollution, nor will they
hesitate to lie about any damage done or the public cost to divert any water. Those that don’t learn
from history are doomed to repeat it, and we can’t afford to see our Lake harmed by diversion, like
the Lakes’ fisheries were harmed by nets. And just like fish, | fear that instead of protecting our
water, the DNR will instead act to prevent the public from protecting it.

You
must deny FoxConn and other private corporations from profiting off the
destruction of Lake Michigan. You have a duty to protect our Lake for the
citizens of not only Wisconsin, but all other states that rely on the lake for
life and the pursuit of happiness. Deny this proposal for us and future
generations. Listed below are all the reasons you need to to your duty
and deny Foxconn and future corporations from destroying our Great
Lake.

First, this facility will not be located within the Great Lakes Basin, but
rather in the “straddling” community of Mount Pleasant. The City of Racine
is the applicant, rather than Mount Pleasant. This is troubling because cities within
the Basin with extra capacity do not qualify to request a diversion. Under the spirit
and intent of the Great Lakes Compact, cities within the Great Lakes Basin are able
to apply for additional capacity, not diversions. This is to protect the primary tenant
of the Great Lakes Compact: a ban on diversions except in rare and unique
instances. The City of Racine has the capacity to provide water to Foxconn without
requesting larger withdrawal amounts, but it cannot provide the water without
permission for a diversion since Mount Pleasant is outside the Basin. Given the
twisting of the application process, review by the Regional Body should be
triggered.

Second, the water delivered to Mount Pleasant will not be diverted for
public consumption, as required by the Great Lakes Compact, but rather
to a private, foreign corporation. A key tenant of the Great Lakes Compact is to
protect Great Lakes Water for the public.

Third, the Foxconn proposal says that nearly 4026 of the 7 million gallons
would be lost to the manufacturing process, and not returned to the

lake. Another key tenant of the Great Lakes Compact is that water taken must be
returned, less consumptive use. But when does consumptive use, not related to
public use, become so great that it has a cumulative negative impact on the Great
Lakes. The DNR has decided they do not need to consider this. What happens when
we have 20-30 Foxconn’s around the Great Lakes failing to return water at such
high levels? This is precedent setting and concerning.

Fourth, there is no specificity about how the water will be used, treated,
or managed, or whether Foxconn will be exempt from certain permitting
requirements.

Over 40 million people rely on the Great Lakes for drinking water, and only 1% of
that lake water is renewed by rain and snow melt. The Great Lakes Compact was
enacted to protect this water for current and future generations. Wisconsin signed
on to this international agreement governing consumptive use and water diversions
from the Great Lakes. This proposal does not meet the spirit of the Great Lakes
Compact for at least the reasons listed above. The application is being made by
Racine and not by the straddling community of Mount Pleasant, the water diverted
will not be used primarily for public water supply, there has not been a review of
whether the consumptive use will negatively impact the Great Lakes over time and
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we don’'t know how the water will be returned.

Like many Wisconsin residents, | have spent many summer days
enjoying the Great Lakes, which is one reason they are so important to me. As both a
resident of Wisconsin and student of Natural Resources, | find the water diversion request
for the Foxconn plant by the city of Racine very concerning.

Although the amount of water that the plant would consume each day may not be enough
to have a great impact on Lake Michigan, | am concerned by the precedent that this
approval would set. If similar industries continue to locate near the Great Lakes they could
have a greater cumulative impact in the future. Allowing this diversion tests the boundaries
of the Great Lakes Compact; the water which Foxconn uses should not be counted as part
of a public water supply. If Foxconn is allowed to use this water, how can future industries
be denied the same request? Therefore, allowing this diversion makes the Great Lakes
more vulnerable to more withdrawals in the future by out of state industries who locate
here because of our water resources.

The City of Racine has applied for a diversion of Great Lakes water in order to serve the
proposed Foxconn development in Mount Pleasant, With a stated need for 7 million gallons a
day, nearly 3 million of those gallons lost to consumptive use, it is essential that the Department
of Natural Resources closely scrutinize the application and ensure it meets the high standards of
the Great Lakes Compact.

The Great Lakes-St. Lawrence River Basin Water Resources Compact was a negotiated
document agreed to by all 8 Great Lakes states and 2 Canadian provinces. The goal was to
preserve this essential resource against depletion and over use by those not in the Great Lakes
basin. During the negotiation, a compromise was reached to allow for straddling communities
and communities in straddling counties to apply for a diversion of Great Lakes water.

Legislative findings in 2007 Act 227 state that “waters of the basin are precious public natural
water resources shared and held in trust by the states;” and that the “waters of the basin can
concurrently serve multiple uses.... recognizing that such uses are interdependent and must be
balanced;” and “future diversions and consumptive uses of basin water resources have the
potential to significantly impact the environment, economy, and welfare of the Great Lakes—St.
Lawrence River region;” and “parties have a shared duty to protect, conserve, restore, improve,
and manage the renewable but finite waters of the basin for the use, benefit, and enjoyment of all
their citizens, including generations yet to come,”

The statutory language for straddling communities in 281.346(4)(c) is clear that a diversion can
be approved only if the water is used “solely for public water supply purposes in the straddling
community.” A public water supply is defined in 281.346(1)(pm) as water that is distributed to
the public that serves “a group of largely residential customers and that may also serve industrial
commercial and other institutional customers.” Clearly this diversion request is for Foxconn.
Note that the language is largely residential, not solely industrial and commercial.

It is the responsibility of the Department of Natural Resources to make a scientific decision on
any application based on the standards put forth in the Compact. Applying for a diversion is the
right of any community that meets the statutory criteria. But the ability to apply is by no means a
guarantee of approval. It is essential to meet the standards.








The DNR will be holding a public hearing and 30 day comment period. We ask that you
thoroughly consider all issues and explanations raised by all sides. The citizens of Wisconsin and

the Great Lakes Basin deserve a thoughtful, well-reasoned, science-based decision that complies
with the compact agreement.

Thank you for the opportunity to share River Alliance of Wisconsin’s concerns about the City of
Racine’s water diversion application on the behalf of our thousands of members across the state.

We respectfully ask the Department of Natural Resources to deny the City of Racine’s water
diversion request for the following reasons:

1. This new diversion of seven million gallons a day violates the intent of the Great Lakes
Compact. The City of Racine is requesting this diversion for the Village of Mt.
Pleasant and the Village is a straddling community. Therefore the requirements for a
straddling community should apply. The diversion is primarily for a private industrial
use (Foxconn) rather than public ("largely residential™) use as required by the Great
Lakes Compact. As the DNR website site states, one of the requirements is “The
diverted water will be used solely for public water supply purposes.”

2. Diversions of Great Lakes water should be as minimal as possible. The estimated
consumptive use of 40% 1s a large amount of water. While some of this consumptive
use is for cooling water, more conservation measures should be taken to reduce the
amount of water that will need to be diverted.

3. The diversion application does not provide enough detail about the quality of the water
that will be returned to the City of Racine and Lake Michigan. More details regarding
the amount and type of metals and chemicals in the returned water should be provided
to the DNR before this application can be reviewed. This information will help
determine if the City of Racine wastewater treatment facility is capable of handling the
waste materials from this user. This will also help determine what disposal needs to be
considered for the solid waste or sludge from this facility.

Thank you for taking these and the other concerns you have heard at the March 7% hearing and
through written comments into consideration. The Great Lakes Compact was designed to protect
these precious resources and the requirements in the Compact need to be followed as intended.

The plan as outlined in the application does not meet the applicable standards and needs to be
significantly amended before a permit is issued.

1. It does not meet the Public water supply standard.

2. It does not meet the Returned water standard.

Public Water Supply Requirement

s. 281.346(1)(pm) “Public water supply" means water distributed to the public through a physically
connected system of treatment, storage, and distribution facilities that serve a group of largely residential
customers and that may also serve industrial, commercial, and other institutional customers.

The application is for 7.0 mgd diversion. Of this, per Table D-4 in the application, 5.8 will be
supplied to Foxconn, and 1.2 to “Commercial and Industrial”. So, none of the requested volume
will be used for residential customers. Therefore, it does not meet the “group of largely
residential customers and that may also serve industrial, commercial, and other institutional
customers” requirement. RWU presently serves the public, but the fact that RWU is a Public water
supplier does not make their water “Public water supply” as defined in the rules. Racine is the
applicant of record, but this is coincidental to the application, which deals with the diversion.

The permit application is for the diverted volume only, does not cover water presently and
historically pumped by Racine Water Utility (RWU). The application on page 16 shows how much
water RWU supplies to existing customers and by inference that they will serve largely residential
customers after the diversion only. That is irrelevant to the application, which has to do with the
diverted volume only. The diverted volume will be for exclusively Industrial and Commercial
purposes per Table D-4 and so will not serve largely residential customers—per the application
none.

Returned Water Requirement

5.281.346(4)(c)(1) An amount of water equal to the amount of water withdrawn from the Great Lakes basin,
less an allowance for consumptive use, will be returned to the source watershed.







Of the 7 mgd in the application to be withdrawn, 2.7 (39%) will be for Consumptive use. 39% does
not qualify as “an allowance to consumptive use”. It is a major, although not majority, part; not an
allowance.

Consumptive Use Notes

Of the 7 mgd in the application, Foxconn will use 3 in the manufacturing process and return 2.6 as
wastewater to RWU for further treatment and then to the lake. The application brings up the idea
of zero discharge, and that alternative needs to be pursued (“If Foxconn builds a zero liquid
discharge system, then it could recycle more water and hence need, use, and return less water”
Top of page 22).

The application states that some of the water will be reprocessed and reused. But they will still
return 2.6 mgd as wastewater. The 2.6 will be pre-treated per RWU’s requirements before RWU
will accept it.

1. If RWU can treat the wastewater to meet pertinent discharge standard, Foxconn can also.
The technology exists.

2. Racine presently supplies 16.9 mgd water and for the purpose of this discussion, it can be
assumed that all of it is returned. If Foxconn adds 2.6 mgd to the current flow to RWU, it
will be dilute with Racine’s by a factor of 6.5:1. For a pollutant with a maximum ppm
standard, some limits will be met with this simple dilution. But the amount in tons per year
discharged to the lake is the same, diluted or not. For the lake, the tons per year is the
relevant measure.

3. IF RWU can treat the waste stream to the level, where it can be discharged into the lake,
Foxconn should be able to treat it so it can be re-used in their processes.

4. In chemical and mechanical processes, removal efficiencies get lower when concentrations
are lower. It is a case where the universal principle of entropy enters the picture.
Therefore, you can achieve higher efficiencies in removal of toxic substance before they
are diluted. That would be at the Foxconn site.

5. RWU'’s wastewater facility is designed to mainly treat residential sewerage. This waste
stream is much different from what will come from Foxconn and requires different and
possibly additional treatment processes. A facility designed strictly for the contaminated
stream produced at Foxconn will be more efficient.

The application shows 2.1 mgd consumptive use for cooling. This part is completely diverted from
the basin because it ends up in the atmosphere. There are alternatives to evaporative cooling,
both in managing in-process heat exchange and in rejecting the net heat being produced by the
process. These alternatives present economic trade-offs, but these trade-offs should be internal
to Foxconn and not be between the citizens and Foxconn.

FoxConn is the world's largest contract electronics manufacturer and the fourth-largest information technology company by revenue.  The company is the largest private employer in China and one of the largest employers worldwide.  Its founder and chairman is Terry Gou.


FoxConn manufactures electronics products for major American, Canadian, Chinese, Finnish, and Japanese companies. Notable products manufactured by FoxConn include BlackBerry, iPad, iPhone, iPod, Kindle, Nintendo 3DS, Nokia, PlayStation 3, PlayStation 4, Wii U, and Xbox One.  As of 2012, FoxConn factories manufactured an estimated 40% of all consumer electronics sold worldwide. 





In 2001, Intel switched its manufacture of Intel-branded motherboards from Asus to FoxConn.  In 2016, FoxConn, together with Tencent and luxury car dealer Harmony New Energy Auto founded Future Mobility, a car startup that aims to sell all-electric fully autonomous premium cars in 2020.  On May 25, 2016, the BBC reported that FoxConn fired 60,000 employees because it had automated many of the manufacturing tasks associated with their operations.  FoxConn is known worldwide for its employment of robotics, not flesh and blood humans.  In fact, they have a terrible track record for treatment of their employees and have been cited for countless violations.  


President Donald Trump announced on July 26, 2017 that FoxConn will build a $10 billion flat screen TV manufacturing plant in southeastern Wisconsin.  It is my contention that President Trump is a great deal maker, however, he is not being told the reality and consequences about the actual process of this manufacturing process.  The deal is being criticized for the $3 billion in tax-payer funded incentives given to FoxConn.  The state of Wisconsin would have to pay a subsidy to FoxConn of up to $250 million each year for fifteen years.  An analysis by the Wisconsin State Legislature's nonpartisan budget office determined that state taxpayers would recoup their investment in 2043. FIH Mobile is a subsidiary of FoxConn offering services such as product development and after-sales support.  It was incorporated in the tax haven of the Cayman Islands in 2000.





On May 18, 2016, FIH Mobile announced the purchase of Microsoft Mobile's feature phone business. Microsoft Mobile Vietnam is also part of the sale to FIH Mobile, which consists of the Hanoi, Vietnam manufacturing facility. The rest of the business has been sold to a new Finland-based company HMD Global, who started developing and selling new Nokia-branded devices from early 2017.  The total sale to both companies amounted to US $350 million. FIH Mobile is now manufacturing new Nokia-branded devices developed by HMD.





Here is what Wikipedia has to say about FoxConn’s working conditions.  Allegations of poor working conditions have been made on several occasions.  Despite the suicide crisis which took place from January to May 2010, Steve Jobs defended FoxConn in June 2010 as being "pretty nice" and "not a sweatshop".   Concerns increased in early 2012 due to an article published in The New York Times.  Substantiating some of the article's claims, a 2012 audit performed by the Fair Labor Association at the request of Apple Inc. found that workers routinely received insufficient overtime pay and suggested that workplace accidents may be common.  In January 2012, about 150 FoxConn employees threatened to commit mass-suicide in protest of their working conditions.  In September 2012, a fight at worker dormitories in Taiyuan, Shanxi, escalated into a riot involving 2,000 people and was quelled by security.  So, despite that here in the U.S. we have laws in place to protect against these things, FoxConn’s true nature is revealed when unregulated.





Governor Scott Walker posted on twitter.com “Bringing 13,000 good-paying, family-supporting jobs to WI is the right thing to do – regardless of politics.”  Governor Walker obviously has not done due diligence regarding FoxConn’s manufacturing process and its environmental impact, but is good at tweeting his campaign slogan.


Before FoxConn is allowed to set up business in our state, it is the Wisconsin DNR’s and taxpayers’ right to know the full and complete truth prior to any permit be granted.  





At http://dnr.wi.gov/topic/WaterUse/Racine/ it states the following about review criteria.  The requirements for a straddling community diversion application are identified…Racine must demonstrate the following:


· that Racine Water Utility is a public water supply system and the water diverted will be used for public water supply purposes;


· all water will be returned to the Lake Michigan Basin less an allowance for consumptive use; and


· no water from outside the basin will be returned to the Lake Michigan basin, unless the water is combined in a wastewater treatment plant, the water will be treated to meet applicable permit requirements and prevent the introduction of invasive species and the proposal maximizes the return of Lake Michigan water and minimizes the return of Mississippi River Basin water.


The application must also identify:


· whether the proposal will result in a new or increased withdrawal of Lake Michigan water; and


· the new or increased consumptive use associated with the diversion.





It is clear that Racine is requesting the 17 million gallons of water per day for the sole benefit of a foreign corporation called FoxConn.  As stated above, the Wisconsin DNR requires that the water diverted will be used for public water supply.  Therefore, according to the rules, Racine’s permit must be denied.  





FoxConn would also be exempt from an environmental impact statement and be able to avoid several other environmental protection rules that other companies must comply with.  Why?!


Let’s find out what chemicals are used in the production of liquid crystal displays.  The article Liquid Crystal Display: Environment & Technology (2013) provides a detailed list of chemicals often used in LCDs. There are a myriad of chemicals that are used, each serving a specific purpose for the functionality of LCDs.  However, for liquid crystals (LCs) themselves:


The composition of LC includes a bicyclohexyl compound (35-50% by weight), a cyclohexyl phenyl compound (15-25% by weight), a bicyclohexyl phenyl compound (20-25% by weight), and a cyclohexyl biphenyl compound (15-20% by weight).


The article states that there are typically 10-25 compounds used to manufacture LCs, with many mixtures used, depending on the application the LCD is used for.


The variations in mixtures result in differing chemical properties of alkyl or alkoxy side chains.


The back light unit has an interesting component:  The backlight unit (BLU) major constituent of LCD contains hazardous mercury to operate.   How does  mercury affect people's health?  


According to http://epi.publichealth.nc.gov/oee/mercury/in_fish.html , Mercury mostly affects nerve cells in the brain and spinal cord, especially in unborn babies and young children. The more mercury that gets into a person's body, the longer the exposure time, and the younger the person, the more severe the effects are likely to be.  Mercury is most harmful to the developing brains of unborn children and young children. Mercury can interfere with the way nerve cells move into position as the brain develops, resulting in abnormal brain development. Prenatal exposure to mercury can affect the way children think, learn, and problem-solve later in life. Effects can also occur in adults at much higher doses. The earliest obvious signs of mercury poisoning in adults are tingling or numbness of the lips, tongue, fingers, or toes; fatigue; and blurred vision.





We are already suffering on a mass scale the effects of mercury having been put in vaccines with the increased numbers of children being diagnosed with Autism, ADHD, and ADD.  Then, they are prescribed various opiates to control the damage that was done to them.  Our children are our future and they have and are being directly impacted by this adjunct in the vaccines. Back to the makeup of LCDs.  The sealed liquid crystal matrix between two glass plates is connected with polymers in LCD. The composition of LC includes a bicyclohexyl compound (35-50% by weight), a cyclohexyl phenyl compound (15-25% by weight), a bicyclohexyl phenyl compound (20-25% by weight), and a cyclohexyl biphenyl compound 15-20% by weight). A single LC compound does not satisfy the various requirements of the displays, so, compound mixtures are generally used to optimize the physical and chemical properties for specific applications. LC mixtures in a typical LCD usually contain about 10 - 25 compounds, with several thousands of mixtures in use which differ in their chemical properties of alkyl or alkoxy side chains. 





The backlight unit (BLU) major constituent of LCD contains hazardous mercury to operate. The BLU has light source, reflector, light guide plate, and diffuser. Several technologies are used in backlight units, e.g. electroluminescent, light emitting diode, and cold cathode fluorescent lamps. The light source is a fluorescent tube because it offers low power consumption and very bright white light. The reflector is usually a polymer film with a thickness of 25 μm coated with Ag or Ag-alloys with a thickness of 150 nm. The polymer film is made of PET (polyethylene terephthalate), and contains UV-ray absorbing agents to prevent UV-ray originating degradation. PET polyester is formed from ethylene glycol (EG) and terephthalic acid (TPA) and they leach chemicals into the water (such as the potentially toxic material antimony) when stored in hot or warm temperatures.   





So, what in the world is antimony?  According to http://trustwaymetal.com/what-is-antimony-used-for-metal-items/  the element is toxic to humans, with effects similar to arsenic poisoning, even though it has been used as makeup and even as a laxative pellet! The periodic table symbol Sb comes from the Latin word “stibium,” itself a derivation of “stibbi,” which was used by Pliny in the 1st Century AD.





It is a frightening scenario to know the potential environmental impact to the entire Great Lakes water supply once this affluent is dumped back into the fresh water supply of the Great Lakes.  Our Great Lakes and the entire basin serves millions of American’s and American businesses within the United States, not to mention all wildlife and aquatic life that depends on clean and fresh water for survival as well.  The Wisconsin DNR should immediately retain a qualified expert chemical engineer to educate the masses that this is not only a bad idea, but a deadly one.  Likewise, since nanoparticles cannot be measured or tested by the Racine Water Treatment Facility, it is sheer lunacy to even consider allowing this to occur. This application is weird and possibly illegal.

First, this facility will not be located within the Great Lakes Basin, but rather in
the “straddling” community of Mount Pleasant. The City of Racine is the
applicant, rather than Mount Pleasant. This is troubling because cities within the
Basin with extra capacity do not qualify to request a diversion.

Second, the water delivered to Mount Pleasant will not be diverted for public
consumption, as required by the Great Lakes Compact, but rather to a private,
foreign corporation. A key tenet of the Great Lakes Compact is to protect Great
Lakes Water FOR THE PUBLIC.

Third, the Foxconn proposal says that nearly 40% of the 7 million gallons would
be lost to the manufacturing process, and not returned to the lake. Another key
tenet of the Great Lakes Compact is that water taken MUST BE RETURNED,

But when does consumptive use, not related to public use, become so great that it
has a cumulative negative impact on the Great Lakes? What happens when we have
20-30 Foxconn’s around the Great Lakes failing to return water at such high levels?
Even one is too many.

Fourth, there is no specificity about how the water will be used, treated, or
managed, or whether Foxconn will be exempt from certain permitting
requirements. This is far too vague.

We are talking about the water supply for forty MILLION Wisconsinites being
endangered for the sake of one business. Only 1% of Great Lakes water is renewed
by rain or snow. The rest needs to flow back in age-old ways.

The DNR is currently accepting comments from the public on
the City of Racine’s request to divert 7 million gallons of water

from Lake Michigan to the proposed Foxconn facility. The
comment period will close in one week on March 21st. As a
leader of the Great Lakes Compact Implementation Coalition,
Milwaukee Riverkeeper has some concerns about the
precedent that this application will create around taking our
precious Great Lakes water for private industrial use.

While many of the details are still missing, we do know a few
facts and some of them are troubling.

First, this facility will not be located within the Great
Lakes Basin, but rather in the “straddling” community of
Mount Pleasant. The City of Racine is the applicant, rather
than Mount Pleasant. This is troubling because cities within
the Basin with extra capacity do not qualify to request a
diversion. Under the spirit and intent of the Great Lakes
Compact, cities within the Great Lakes Basin are able to
apply for additional capacity, not diversions. This is to protect
the primary tenant of the Great Lakes Compact: a ban on
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diversions except in rare and unique instances. The City of
Racine has the capacity to provide water to Foxconn without
requesting larger withdrawal amounts, but it cannot provide
the water without permission for a diversion since Mount
Pleasant is outside the Basin. Given the twisting of the
application process, review by the Regional Body should be
triggered.

Second, the water delivered to Mount Pleasant will not be
diverted for public consumption, as required by the Great
Lakes Compact, but rather to a private, foreign
corporation. A key tenant of the Great Lakes Compact is to
protect Great Lakes Water for the public.

Third, the Foxconn proposal says that nearly 40% of the 7
million gallons would be lost to the manufacturing
process, and not returned to the lake. Another key tenant
of the Great Lakes Compact is that water taken must be
returned, less consumptive use. But when does consumptive
use, not related to public use, become so great that it has a
cumulative negative impact on the Great Lakes. The DNR
has decided they do not need to consider this. What happens
when we have 20-30 Foxconn’s around the Great Lakes
failing to return water at such high levels? This is precedent
setting and concerning.

Fourth, there is no specificity about how the water will be
used, treated, or managed, or whether Foxconn will be
exempt from certain permitting requirements.

Over 40 million people rely on the Great Lakes for drinking
water, and only 1% of that lake water is renewed by rain and
snow melt. The Great Lakes Compact was enacted to protect
this water for current and future generations. Wisconsin
signed on to this international agreement governing
consumptive use and water diversions from the Great Lakes.
This proposal does not meet the spirit of the Great Lakes
Compact for at least the reasons listed above. The application
is being made by Racine and not by the straddling community
of Mount Pleasant, the water diverted will not be used
primarily for public water supply, there has not been a review
of whether the consumptive use will negatively impact the
Great Lakes over time and we don’t know how the water will
be returned.

The DNR needs to be held accountable and to handle this
project according to the spirit and intent of the Great Lakes
Compact. Please let the DNR know about your concerns
and ask the DNR to deny the application as it stands and
protect our water for future generations.

You are obliged to reject the City of Racine’s request to divert 7 million gallons of
water from Lake Michigan to the proposed Foxconn facility under the terms of the
Great Lakes Compact.

e First, this facility will not be located within the Great Lakes Basin, but
rather in the “straddling” community of Mount Pleasant. The City of
Racine is the applicant, rather than Mount Pleasant. This is troubling because
cities within the Basin with extra capacity do not qualify to request a diversion.
Under the spirit and intent of the Great Lakes Compact, cities within the Great
Lakes Basin are able to apply for additional capacity, not diversions. This is to
protect the primary tenant of the Great Lakes Compact: a ban on diversions
except in rare and unique instances. The City of Racine has the capacity to
provide water to Foxconn without requesting larger withdrawal amounts, but it
cannot provide the water without permission for a diversion since Mount
Pleasant is outside the Basin. Given the twisting of the application process,
review by the Regional Body should be triggered.

e Second, the water delivered to Mount Pleasant will not be diverted
for public consumption, as required by the Great Lakes Compact, but
rather to a private, foreign corporation. A key tenant of the Great Lakes
Compact is to protect Great Lakes Water for the public.

e Third, the Foxconn proposal says that nearly 40%6 of the 7 million
gallons would be lost to the manufacturing process, and not returned
to the lake. Another key tenant of the Great Lakes Compact is that water
taken must be returned, less consumptive use. But when does consumptive
use, not related to public use, become so great that it has a cumulative
negative impact on the Great Lakes? What happens when we have 20-30
Foxconn’s around the Great Lakes failing to return water at such high levels?
This is precedent setting and concerning.

e Fourth, there is no specificity about how the water will be used,
treated, or managed, or whether Foxconn will be exempt from
certain permitting requirements.

Over 40 million people rely on the Great Lakes for drinking water, and only 1% of
that lake water is renewed by rain and snow melt. The Great Lakes Compact was
enacted to protect this water for current and future generations. Wisconsin signed
on to this international agreement governing consumptive use and water diversions
from the Great Lakes. This proposal does not meet the spirit of the Great Lakes
Compact for the reasons listed above. The application is being made by Racine and
not by the straddling community of Mount Pleasant, the water diverted will not be
used primarily for public water supply, and there has not been a review of whether
the cumulative consumptive use from this precedent setting diversion will negatively
impact the Great Lakes over time.

On Wednesday, March 7, the hearing held by the Wisconsin DNR regarding
the Racine Water Diversion application for Foxconn.

The meeting was well organized and all those who testified were prepared
and made extremely thoughtful comments while all attendees were
attentive and respectful.

After hearing both pros and cons for the water diversion, we have several
serious concerns. First, the DNR is considering this application with NO_
disclosure from Foxconn on what chemicals and elements are going to be
used in production and potentially end up in the water. Many of the
elements used in Foxconn production in their China plants emit foul
smelling air pollution and are proven carcinogens.

Comments were made to the effect that water treatment managers will be
careful to be sure the water is sufficiently purified before being returned to
the lake. However, other experts testified that not all of these chemicals
can be completely removed from the water and pose a threat to water
quality because of the cumulative effect of adding millions of gallons of
tainted water over time thus raising these chemicals to toxic levels in the
lake.

We felt the DNR has not done due diligence in examining the entire range
of the possible impacts of this water diversion. We cannot take for granted
that our leaders have all the facts and are keeping the best interest of the
public in the forefront. The lack of knowledge shown by the DNR
representatives made us concerned about not only Lake Michigan
protection but also potential dangers Foxconn may present to air quality
and ground water in Mt. Pleasant and the surrounding communities.

» First, this facility will not be located within the Great Lakes Basin, but
rather in the “straddling” community of Mount Pleasant. The City of
Racine is the applicant, rather than Mount Pleasant. This is troubling because
cities within the Basin with extra capacity do not qualify to request a diversion.
Under the spirit and intent of the Great Lakes Compact, cities within the Great
Lakes Basin are able to apply for additional capacity, not diversions. This is to
protect the primary tenant of the Great Lakes Compact: a ban on diversions
except in rare and unique instances. The City of Racine has the capacity to
provide water to Foxconn without requesting larger withdrawal amounts, but it
cannot provide the water without permission for a diversion since Mount
Pleasant is outside the Basin. Given the twisting of the application process,
review by the Regional Body should be triggered.

e Second, the water delivered to Mount Pleasant will not be diverted
for public consumption, as required by the Great Lakes Compact, but
rather to a private, foreign corporation. A key tenant of the Great Lakes
Compact is to protect Great Lakes Water for the public.

e Third, the Foxconn proposal says that nearly 40%6 of the 7 million
gallons would be lost to the manufacturing process, and not returned
to the lake. Another key tenant of the Great Lakes Compact is that water
taken must be returned, less consumptive use. But when does consumptive
use, not related to public use, become so great that it has a cumulative
negative impact on the Great Lakes? What happens when we have 20-30
Foxconn’s around the Great Lakes failing to return water at such high levels?
This is precedent setting and concerning.

e Fourth, there is no specificity about how the water will be used,
treated, or managed, or whether Foxconn will be exempt from
certain permitting requirements.

Over 40 million people rely on the Great Lakes for drinking water, and only 1% of
that lake water is renewed by rain and snow melt. The Great Lakes Compact was
enacted to protect this water for current and future generations. Wisconsin signed
on to this international agreement governing consumptive use and water diversions
from the Great Lakes. This proposal does not meet the spirit of the Great Lakes
Compact for the reasons listed above. The application is being made by Racine and
not by the straddling community of Mount Pleasant, the water diverted will not be
used primarily for public water supply, and there has not been a review of whether
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the cumulative consumptive use from this precedent setting diversion will negatively
impact the Great Lakes over time.

The following is submitted in opposition to the City of Racine's Lake Michigan Water
Diversion Request.

We find two major concerns with this request and feel that either should be sufficient
cause for denial.

1. The City of Racine and surrounding villages currently withdraw and use 16.9
million gallons of water per day from Lake Michigan. That 16.9 million gallons of
water and any remaining withdrawal capacity, including diversions, are to be,
according to the Great Lakes Compact, used for public water supply. Wisconsin
Statutes define public as communities that are largely residential, with some
commercial and industrial uses.

Racine's request to divert 7 million gallons (nearly half of the current use) is obviously
intended to satisfy the demand of a private industry, in this case FoxConn. By volume
of use, this request shifts the focus of Racine's water utility from a balanced public
water use toward one favoring private industrial use. If this request is granted,
Racine's water utility will no longer be providing "balanced" public water service as
required by the Great Lakes Compact. We believe the Racine/FoxConn request
attempts to circumvent compact requirements and should therefore be denied!

In addition, most, if not all, municipal water treatment systems including Racine's, do
not remove hazardous chemical wastes. If, indeed permitted, FoxConn's return water
would certainly contain measurable levels of toxic industrial waste and would thereby
subject Lake Michigan, the environment and the public to unacceptable risks. Since it
is the DNR's responsibility to safeguard the public and environment from harm,
granting the diversion would be contrary to its mission and therefore should be
denied!

I have read through the proposal for Racine to supply water to Fox Conn and while
the numbers make it look like there is not a significant impact on Lake Michigan in
terms of withdrawal rates | do have some questions which require further
investigation by the DNR. | do not recommend permitting until these questions are
answered:

1. What contaminants will the Fox Conn process put into the water and does the
Racine wastewater treatment plant have the capacity to completely remove these
contaminants from the water? | have read that the plant may release mercury or
other toxins. Those need to remain onsite, not be returned to the treatment plant
or water system. Heavy metals are of great concern. WI and the Great Lakes
system have been struggling with mercury in fish and other contaminants in the food
chain for decades. This program should not and cannot be permitted to add more
of these bioaccumulating substances into the mix.

2. The overall amount of water extracted for the project is within the legally
permitted quantity for Racine, however, a significant percentage of that water will
not be returned to the Great Lakes system because it will be lost to evaporation.

On Wednesday, March 7, the hearing was held by the Wisconsin DNR
regarding the Racine Water Diversion application for Foxconn.

The meeting was well organized and all those who testified were prepared and
made extremely thoughtful comments while all attendees were attentive and
respectful.

After hearing both pros and cons for the water diversion, | have several serious
concerns. First, the DNR is considering this application with NO disclosure from
Foxconn on what chemicals and elements are going to be used in production
and potentially end up in the water. Many of the elements used in Foxconn
production in their China plants emit foul smelling air pollution and are proven
carcinogens.

Comments were made to the effect that water treatment managers will be
careful to be sure the water is sufficiently purified before being returned to the
lake. However, other experts testified that not all of these chemicals can be
completely removed from the water and pose a threat to water quality
because of the cumulative effect of adding millions of gallons of tainted water
over time thus raising these chemicals to toxic levels in the lake.

| feel that the DNR has not done due diligence in examining the entire range of
the possible impacts of this water diversion. We cannot take for granted that
our leaders have all the facts and are keeping the best interest of the public in
the forefront. The lack of knowledge shown by the DNR representatives made
us concerned about not only Lake Michigan protection but also potential
dangers Foxconn may present to air quality and ground water in Mt. Pleasant
and the surrounding communities.
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Another vital concern is the fact that approving a water diversion for Foxconn
will violate the Great Lakes Compact which strictly provides that water
diversions from the Great Lakes only be allowed for public use. Foxconn is
asking for millions of gallons for Private use and will be using far more
dangerous substances than residential use would ever put into water.

Good evening, my name is Lucas Vebber and I am the General Counsel and Director
of Environmental and Energy Policy at Wisconsin Manufacturers and Commerce
(“WMC”). WMC is Wisconsin’s state chamber of commerce and manufacturers’
association. With approximately 3,800 members of all sizes and throughout every
sector of Wisconsin’s economy, we are the largest business trade association in the
state. I am here tonight representing WMC to testify in support of Racine’s water
diversion application.

Our state’s access to abundant freshwater resources has fueled economic growth for
generations. The Great Lakes-St. Lawrence River Basin Water Resources Compact
(“the Compact”) was designed to protect those freshwater resources to ensure that
they continue to be available for future generations. The application before you
today is to allow exactly what was intended when the Compact was first adopted.
We ask that you affirm the goals of the compact and strengthen it for future
generations by approving the application now before the Department.

The Compact establishes a clear legal framework within which the application is to
be considered. Specifically, this application proposes a diversion to a straddling
community under Wis. Stat. s. 281.346(4)(c). As the application makes clear, every
statutory requirement for approval is met:

1. The proposal will return an amount of water to the Great Lakes basin equal
to the withdrawal minus an allowance for consumptive use (Wis. Stat. §
281.346(4)(c)1).

2. The proposal ensures all wastewater returned to the Great Lakes basin
comes from a wastewater treatment system that combines water from inside
and outside the basin (Wis. Stat. § 281.346(4)(c)2.a); all returned water will
be treated to meet all permit standards and to prevent invasive species from
entering the Great Lakes (Wis. Stat. § 281.346(4)(c)2.b); the proposal is
designed to ensure maximum return of Great Lakes water to the Great Lakes

basin, minimizing what comes from outside the basin (Wis. Stat. §
281.346(4)(c)2.c).

3. The proposal is to provide water to a straddling community that includes an
electronics and information technology manufacturing zone (Wis. Stat. §
281.346(4)(c)2m).

4. The proposal is not for a new or increased withdrawal of more than 100,000
gallons per day (Wis. Stat. §281.346 (4)(c)3).

5. The proposal would consume less than 5,000,000 gallons per day averaged
over a 90-day period (Wis. Stat. § 281.346(4)(c)4).

The Village of Mount Pleasant already receives water from Lake Michigan via the
Racine Water Utility. About 92% of Mount Pleasant is located within the Great
Lakes basin. The majority of customers (88%) are residential customers. The water
will be metered and sold to customers by the water utility, clearly within the “public
use” parameters set forth by statute.

The Racine area has had a significant manufacturing base for generations. The
Racine Water and Wastewater utilities are more than capable of handling the
additional usage proposed by this application. In fact, this application would bring
the Racine Water Utility back to the average-day water sales numbers they were
experiencing around 2000-2005, well below the Water Utility’s capacity. The
application does not propose authorizing any more water to be pumped from Lake
Michigan. Importantly, the proposed wastewater flow is also well below the
Wastewater Utility’s design flow capacity.

The approval of this application is a vital step toward a massive economic
development project in our state. The proposed project will create thousands of
high-gskilled, family supporting, long-term jobs. It will spread benefits via the
establishment and growth of a booming supply chain throughout Wisconsin. All of
that growth, and all of the benefits to come from it, hinge on the availability of the
water resource proposed in this application.

It is important that we recognize the Compact is working to protect our water
resources. All of the Great Lakes are at above-average water levels, and are forecast
to continue rising. Lake Michigan is a massive freshwater resource, containing
more than 1,100 cubic miles of water — more than 1,211,228,862,171,428 gallons,
the proposed use is around two-billionth of one percent of the total water volume in
the lake. To put the volume of Lake Michigan into perspective, it is enough to cover
the entire state of Wisconsin in about 95 feet of water.

During peak evaporation season, Lake Michigan sees between 55 and 110 billion
gallons of water evaporate per day. Using the low end of that estimate, the total 7.0
million gallons of water proposed to be diverted in this application is the same as







about 11 seconds of daily evaporation from Lake Michigan. The actual water
proposed to be consumed is even less, about 4.5 seconds worth of evaporation.

It is also important to emphasize that beyond the Compact, the proposed project
will be heavily regulated and will need to follow the same stringent air quality and
water quality permitting and regulations as every other business in Wisconsin.

The Compact regulates our utilization of our Great Lakes freshwater resources, and
the application before you meets all of the requirements laid out in the Compact.
This proposal is good for Racine, it is good for Wisconsin, and we ask that you
approve it.

Thank you for your time and consideration and for your continued service to the
State of Wisconsin.

The DNR is currently accepting comments from the public on
the City of Racine’s request to divert 7 million gallons of water

from Lake Michigan to the proposed Foxconn facility. The
comment period will close in one week on March 21st. As a
leader of the Great Lakes Compact Implementation Coalition,
Milwaukee Riverkeeper has some concerns about the
precedent that this application will create around taking our
precious Great Lakes water for private industrial use.

While many of the details are still missing, we do know a few
facts and some of them are troubling.

First, this facility will not be located within the Great
Lakes Basin, but rather in the “straddling” community of
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Mount Pleasant. The City of Racine is the applicant, rather
than Mount Pleasant. This is troubling because cities within
the Basin with extra capacity do not qualify to request a
diversion. Under the spirit and intent of the Great Lakes
Compact, cities within the Great Lakes Basin are able to
apply for additional capacity, not diversions. This is to protect
the primary tenant of the Great Lakes Compact: a ban on
diversions except in rare and unique instances. The City of
Racine has the capacity to provide water to Foxconn without
requesting larger withdrawal amounts, but it cannot provide
the water without permission for a diversion since Mount
Pleasant is outside the Basin. Given the twisting of the
application process, review by the Regional Body should be
triggered.

Second, the water delivered to Mount Pleasant will not be
diverted for public consumption, as required by the Great
Lakes Compact, but rather to a private, foreign
corporation. A key tenant of the Great Lakes Compact is to
protect Great Lakes Water for the public.

Third, the Foxconn proposal says that nearly 40% of the 7
million gallons would be lost to the manufacturing
process, and not returned to the lake. Another key tenant
of the Great Lakes Compact is that water taken must be
returned, less consumptive use. But when does consumptive
use, not related to public use, become so great that it has a
cumulative negative impact on the Great Lakes. The DNR
has decided they do not need to consider this. What happens
when we have 20-30 Foxconn’s around the Great Lakes
failing to return water at such high levels? This is precedent
setting and concerning.

Fourth, there is no specificity about how the water will be
used, treated, or managed, or whether Foxconn will be
exempt from certain permitting requirements.

Over 40 million people rely on the Great Lakes for drinking
water, and only 1% of that lake water is renewed by rain and
snow melt. The Great Lakes Compact was enacted to protect
this water for current and future generations. Wisconsin
signed on to this international agreement governing
consumptive use and water diversions from the Great Lakes.
This proposal does not meet the spirit of the Great Lakes
Compact for at least the reasons listed above. The application
is being made by Racine and not by the straddling community
of Mount Pleasant, the water diverted will not be used
primarily for public water supply, there has not been a review
of whether the consumptive use will negatively impact the
Great Lakes over time and we don’t know how the water will
be returned.





The DNR needs to be held accountable and to handle this
project according to the spirit and intent of the Great Lakes
Compact. Please let the DNR know about your concerns
and ask the DNR to deny the application as it stands and
protect our water for future generations.

We oppose the City of Racine’s water diversion application. Racine proposes to divert up to seven million gallons of
Great Lakes Basin water per day. The Great Lakes Compact (GLC), specifies that diversions are acceptable only under
limited circumstances, and for public water consumption. Instead, the proposed water diversion would go to a private
industry, Foxconn, which is not even required to have a water supply service area plan, under special rules enacted
just for Foxconn.

The GLC was a product of many years of collaborative effort by Great Lakes Basin states and Canadian provinces. The
overarching intent of the compact was to preserve this fresh water resource and protect it from being sold to the
highest bidder. There is no surplus of fresh water in the Great Lakes Basin. The replenishment rate via runoff and
groundwater is less than 1% per year, considering the existing consumptive uses within the basin.

How can the City of Racine project that there would be no new or increased withdrawal to meet this Foxconn
diversion demand? In 2016, the city withdrew an average of 16.9 million gallons per day. The proposal is to withdraw
an additional 7 million gallons per day. Under the current application proposal, 2.7 million gallons per day, or nearly
40% of the water withdrawn will be consumed, and not returned to the Great Lakes Basin.

The application identifies that most of the Foxconn consumptive use may occur in the Lake Michigan Basin, but has
been included in the application for “flexibility in facility design”. This language indicates that Foxconn could design
their facility in a way that water would not need to be diverted out of the basin, but they are choosing to grease the
skids for less environmentally sound alternatives if they are more expedient. Why would the state proceed with this
application in the absence of verified information that the diversion is needed? In the past, communities with much
more compelling reasons for diversions have been denied.

While the permitting process for Great Lakes Basin water withdrawals focus on water quantity rather than water
quality, the public needs to know that what pollutants and toxins would be in the water being returned to the basin
via the Racine treatment plant, and whether the treatment plant can adequately remove these pollutants and toxins.

If this application is approved, it will set a new and dismally low bar for protecting our precious Great Lakes fresh
water resource.

As a concerned voter and resident of Wisconsin (Waukesha County), I would like to go on record as opposing the diversion of 7 million gallons daily of Lake Michigan Water to the Town of Mount Pleasant for Foxconn for the following reasons:


1. The Village of Mount Pleasant will receive the water, so they should be making the request for the diversion.  


2. In order to deliver water to Foxconn, the water utility would pipe Lake Michigan water from the Great Lakes basin into the Mississippi River basin that eventually drains in the Gulf of Mexico.  The 2008 Great Lakes Compact bans water being diverted or  “piped” outside the basin with few exceptions.


3. Additionally, water diverted to a straddling community must be used “solely for public water supply purposes,” which is defined as a “group of largely residential customers.”  There are no residential uses whatsoever in the zone the water would be diverted to.  It’s entirely industrial and commercial use—Foxconn and some spinoffs. That’s clearly a private use much more than a public water supply user purpose.


4. Based on the Compact, the water consumption guidelines are called into question. Foxconn is going to be consuming about 40% of its water diversion.  This is questionable within Compact’s allowance for consumptive use.


5. Will there be a Comprehensive Environmental Impact to determine what pollutants would be in returned water?

On Wednesday, March 7, | had the privilege of attending the hearing
held by the Wisconsin DNR regarding the Racine Water Diversion
application for Foxconn.

The meeting was well organized and all those who testified were
prepared and made extremely thoughtful comments while all attendees
were attentive and respectful.

After hearing both pros and cons for the water diversion, | have several
serious concerns. First, the DNR is considering this application with NO
disclosure from Foxconn on what chemicals and elements are going to
be used in production and potentially end up in the water. Many of the
elements used in Foxconn production in their China plants emit foul
smelling air pollution and are proven carcinogens.

Comments were made to the effect that water treatment managers will
be careful to be sure the water is sufficiently purified before being
returned to the lake. However, other experts testified that not all of
these chemicals can be completely removed from the water and pose a
threat to water quality because of the cumulative effect of adding
millions of gallons of tainted water over time thus raising these
chemicals to toxic levels in the lake.

| felt the DNR has not done due diligence in examining the entire range
of the possible impacts of this water diversion. We cannot take for
granted that our leaders have all the facts and are keeping the best
interest of the public in the forefront. The lack of knowledge shown by
the DNR representatives made me concerned about not only Lake
Michigan protection but also potential dangers Foxconn may present to
air quality and ground water in Mt. Pleasant and the surrounding
communities.

4. If this permit is approved it will be a "Katy bar the doors" situation for every straddling
community anywhere along the Great Lakes Basin to allow corporations to get water. This is
exactly why the Great Lakes Compact was written. There would no longer be any legal recourse
to stop the water use rush.
